Abstract. This study demonstrates how the life-meaning orientations of men and women
who are faced with an oncological diagnosis affect their ability to perceive the life process
and their preferred life meaning. The presented statistical data confirm the existence of
gender differences in where people find the main source of meaning in life - the future
(goals), the present (process) or the past (result). Differences in the locus of control were
also found. The results obtained can be used to develop programs aimed at improving the
emotional state of patients, as well as to effectively change their internal picture of the
disease.

THE ABILITY OF SCHIZOPHRENIA PATIENTS TAKING PART IN PSYCHOSOCIAL

Abstract. This paper examines how psychosocial therapy influences the ability of patients
with schizophrenia to gain insight (awareness of a psychiatric episode). Various ways of
assessing psychiatric insight are also covered. Psychiatrists recognize that one of the most
important signs of the effectiveness of treatment is the patient’s emergence of criticality
and awareness of the disease. The pilot study involved 30 inpatients of a psychiatric hospital
diagnosed with schizophrenia, some of whom (n=15) had experience in participating in
psychosocial therapy, and some did not have such experience. Various indicators of insight
in patients were assessed using psychodiagnostic methods. Statistical analysis of the data
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made it possible to judge the influence of psychosocial therapy on the general level of
insight and social adaptation, locus of control of the causes and treatment, and the patient’s
perception of the disease.

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN EXISTENTIAL FULFILLMENT AND EMOTIONAL
BURNOUT SYNDROME IN MEDICAL STAFF

Abstract. Currently, much attention is paid to the issues of maintaining a positive emotional
background and interest in work in order to prevent emotional burnout. This is especially
important in the field of human-to-human interaction, to which most medical specialties
belong. We are interested in how significant the influence of such a phenomenon as
existential fulfillment on the degree of emotional burnout is. We have considered the data of
mathematical statistics confirming that there is a significant positive relationship between
such indicators as: the level of freedom, existentiality and the reduction of professional
achievements, mutual influence has been revealed between the level of recognition of
the value of life and the reduction of professional achievements. A negative significant
relationship was revealed among such studied parameters as: freedom, existentiality and
emotional exhaustion, as well as between the systemic index of emotional burnout syndrome
and the general level of existential fulfillment.

MISUSE OF RESTRICTED NON-LETHAL KINETIC WEAPONS

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Abstract. Currently, the civilian population of the country is increasingly acquiring a new
type of weapon introduced in 2011 into civilian circulation - non-lethal kinetic weapons
(NLW). Despite the fact that this type of civilian weapon is intended for self-defense, there
are cases of its use for attack and unlawful acts. At the same time, clinical medicine has not
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yet developed clinical recommendations and standards for the treatment of victims of the
use of NLW. In order to systematize the obtained data, a retrospective study was carried
out according to the type of documentary observation, which included a general population
of 248 victims of NLW in the territory of the Arctic zone of the Arkhangelsk region for the
period from 2006 to 2022.
